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PRESIDENTS REPORT 
 
Well this weekend just gone was our first patrolling weekend of the new 2011/12 season, and 
weather wise, it was a great weekend.  Welcome back to all our old members and welcome to 
Dicky Beach SLSC to our new members, particularly those attending the live-in BM and SRC 
camp. 
 
Blue Cards: 
I do not want to harp on the subject of óBlue Cardsô too much, but all patrolling members over 
the age of 18 years, Coaches, Team Managers, Nipper Age Parents and Carnival Officials 
etc., must apply and hold a current Blue Card.  If you gain a Blue Card via another organisa-
tion, you must have that Card registered with SLSQ.  All Blue Card Applications, Renewals 
and Authorisations must be lodged via Dicky Beach SLSC and NOT direct to SLSQ.  Remem-
ber, if you are a Police Officer or School Teacher you can apply for an Exemption ï this appli-
cation is for a Blue Card, but is a one off application and is valid until such time you cease 
your employment as a Police Officer or Teacher.  Should anyone need further information, 
contact either Robyn Campbell (Club Admin Officer) or myself (0419959840).  Applications 
can be got from the Club Office and both Club and SLSQ websites. 
 
No Parking Notice: 
Members are advised that a Yellow Line (NO PARKING)  has been painted on road corner 
(Garden Corner) at the entrance to the club car park.  Vehicle access is difficult at the best 
times to the entrance of the club and members are asked to abide to the No Parkingé.. par-
ticularly on Sunday Mornings.  Should anyone park in this area and their vehicle is damaged, 
you may find it difficult to get any compensation.

Senior, Long Service, Life Members and Award 
members, your membership cards will carry 
your photo.  Once you have paid your member-
ship, you will need to present yourself to the 
reception of the Supporters Club to get your 
new Card.  Associate Members will have the 
same type of card as last season, as will Active 
Cadets and Juniors have the U/18 Card.

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Another season is fast Approaching and I would like to take this opportunity to welcome you 
all back to the club for what again will be a fun filled season.  We are still in the process of fi-
nalizing the roster. Unfortunately with a number of members moving due to work and not re-
joining our club there will need to be some movement of members on the roster. Until this has 
been completed please attend your usual patrol. As is always the case we will try and accom-
modate every individuals needs. The Patrol calendar and the first draft of the Roster will be 
available on the web site shortly.  The first week end of patrols are Saturday the 17

th

Below is a summary of the key changes to the patrol requirements this season. Should you 
have any questions please see your Patrol Captain as they have been briefed. 
As a result of the great work carried out by our members last season we achieved 3

rd
 place in 

the Buhk Wilkes competition some 27 points behind the winners. This is a great achievement 
and you should all be proud of yourselves. 
The new SLSQ requirement is for the Patrol Flags to be erected by 7.00am with 3 Bronze 
Members on the Beach. This requirement means members will need to ensure we arrive 
at least 15 minutes before 7.00am. 
 

The Blue Flags denoting the area Board Riders etc. are to stay outside of are to be replaced 
with Black & White Flags. This is to conform with International Standards and applies to 
all SLSA Clubs. We will have the new Black & White flags for our first patrol. Council Life 
Guards will also be changing to the new B&W flags. There is advertising planned by SLSA 
for the general public. 

 
The Radios have undergone some Frequency Changes and Surfcom is now Channel 12 
instead of Channel 10. The local Dicky Beach Patrol Channel is still Channel 1. Also, 
when you press the Transmit Button on the radio, Surfcom can now identify the individ-
ual Radio & Club that is transmitting. Therefore, in future, if someone mistakenly leaves 
their radio transmission button pressed on, then Surfcom can identify the Club/Radio 
causing the problem. Also, the Radios will now have the Distress Button activated so 
that members can press the Distress Button on the radio and all other radios will sound 
an alarm signal indicating a patrol member is needing Emergency Assistance. 

  
In future, if we are flying the Yellow Hazard Flag on the beach, we must write on the 
Beach Sign Board what the Hazard is. If there are no hazards, we should not use the 
Yellow Flag (or any other coloured flags) and there should be no hazards on the 
sign board.  

  
For the IRBôs, there will be Life Vests provided for IRB Crew Members who choose to wear 
them. The vests will be stored in the Arena and are the same vests used by the Waverun-
ner Operators, which includes a pouch for the Radio. When in the IRBôs, the Patrol Cap 
and Surf Rescue Rashie (or Patrol Shirt) must be worn. 
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BETWEEN THE FLAGS continued 
 

For those patrol members who have their Dicky Beach ATV and Tractor Drivers certificates, 
during our first few months of patrols, John Palmer and Ross Gibb with be attending patrols 
to RPL these members across to the new SLSQ Accreditation for ATV & Tractor. For mem-
bers who do not have any ATV or Tractor Driver qualification, there are plans to run 
training courses before 31 December 2011. ATVôs and Tractors can not be driven without 
the new SLSQ Accreditation after 31 December 2011. Also, we will have 2 Yamaha ATVôs 
for the coming season, with the Bush Hog having been sold and replaced with a new 
Yamaha. 

  
A new SLSQ requirement is that All Patrol Members are to wear a patrol hat (SLSQ Red 
Broad Brim Hat or Red Peaked Cap) while on Patrol, except when in the water or on the 
waters edge with rescue tube in hand. John Palmer has a supply of the SLSQ Red Broad 
Brimmed Hats available to members free of charge. For the new SLSQ Red Peaked 
Cap, you will need to order these through the Dicky Beach SLSC Administration Office. I 
think they cost approximately $25.
