YOUR SUPPORT IS NEEDED 
 

Have you ever taken the time to think how much does it cost for our 
Surf Club to operate?   
How much does it cost to supply our patrols with the most up to date 
equipment?   
 
In September 2011 the club‟s running costs were $66,485.69, an amaz-
ing amount of money.  So it is up to all our members to assist in our 
many fundraising opportunities during the next few months. 
 
The best opportunity to raise substantial funds is the Annual House to 
House Collection.  The collection is conducted in Brisbane and every 
year the club has a huge potential market that we do not tap into due to 
lack of collectors.  This year we need to raise $20,000.  Did you know 
for every $1 we raise we can earn bonus points for equipment and 
cash.  Last year the club received as a bonus 2 nipper board; first aid 
kit and $2,000 cash.  Some clubs who really put in the hard yards and 
raised significant funds were rewarded with bonus prizes of ATVs and 
IRBs. 
 
This year the collection day will be held on Saturday 3rd December.  
Collectors are asked to attend the Pine Rivers Netball Courts, Francis 
Road, Lawnton at 8am onwards.  This year we hope to see 100 people 
attend.  If you reside in Brisbane and wish to collect in the week leading 
up to the collection, please contact the club administrator who will pro-
vide you with the relevant collection area, tins and receipts.  Remember 
to wear your patrolling uniform or in the case of Nippers some club ap-
parel, bring a water bottle, sunscreen and hat. 
 
If you are one of the members who think their only obligation is to patrol 
and not to do anything else for your club, really have a think…we would 
ask for only 3 hours of your time to assist us in this collection and then 
have a sausage at the famous Mal‟s BBQ and some light refreshments.
